We invite you to join the First Northern – Aids to Navigation Team.  Here are the five AN Program activities that are available to you.

	1. Reporting Federal Aids—(ATON Program)

Qualifications:  General knowledge of the IALA-B Aid to Navigation System. Every member should be checking every ATON that they pass while underway on an authorized patrol and should report any observed discrepancies to the local C.G. Unit.
Form needed:  “CG-5074 Aid to Navigation Discrepancy Report.”

Reference material needed: Copies of the pages of the Light List for your AOR from http://www.navcen.uscg.gov/pubs/LightLists/LightLists.htm Contains the LLNR and the official CG description for the aid and other important reference information.  Also needed are copies of the Coast Pilot pages for your AOR: http://chartmaker.ncd.noaa.gov/NSD/cpdownload.htm.
Other Forms needed:  “ANSC-7030 Activity Report – Mission Individual.”

Available from the National Form Web Site.  When reporting Federal ATON verification and/or ATON and PATON discrepancy activity to AUXDATA, report every aid that you check whether or not you observe a discrepancy.  
IMPORTANT – Do not report an ATON as “watching properly” to the Coast Guard unless specifically requested by the Coast Guard unit or agency.  However, report every aid that you check to AUXDATA.


	2. Verifying Private Aids—(PATON Program)

Qualifications:  Member must be AV-Aid Verifier trained and qualified and C.G. Unit approved to order to verify PATONs.  Any member may report discrepancies observed on PATONs using the procedures for Federal Aids above.  AV qualified members need an access code for the Web-based PATON System to down load AV 5474 PATON Reports on their home PC and to make reports to the local C.G. Unit on-line from their home PC.

Form needed:  Forms are downloaded and reported on-line from the Web-Based PATON System database at http://www.usharbormaster.com/index.cfm.


Other form needed:  “ANSC-7030 Activity Report – Mission Individual.” Available from the

             National Forms site. Use this form to report PATON verification activity to AUXDATA, whether or not

             you find a discrepancy. 




	3. Safety Checking Bridges
Qualifications:  General knowledge of Bridge laws and regulations. Every member should be checking every Bridge that they pass while underway on an authorized patrol. Any member can download bridge reports on their home PC, and can make reports on-line to the DSO-AN from their home PC.  The DSO-AN forwards all reports to the Bridge Branch in New York. Do not check or report Class 4 Bridges unless asked.

Form needed:  “D1NR Bridge Check / Survey Report” download from the D1NR Bridge Database at www.uscgauxnh.org/aton/. Update the D1NR Bridge Database with your observations on-line. The Bridge Branch is notified about discrepancies by the DSO-AN.

Other form needed:
“ANSC-7030 Activity Report – Mission.”

Available from the National Forms site. Use this form to report every bridge that you check to AUXDATA, whether or not you find a discrepancy. 


	4. NOS-NOAA Nautical Chart and Publication Updating and 

5. SCF-Small Craft Facility Reporting

Qualifications:  General knowledge of NOS-NOAA Charts and publications.
Form needed:  “NOAA 77-5 USCG AUX Cooperative Chart Updating Program Form.”

Available at www.USCGAAN.com/.  Used to report corrections found on NOS-NOAA charts and publications to NOAA through the DSO-AN by regular mail.

Other form needed:  “ANSC-7030 Activity Report – Mission - Individual”
Available on the National Forms website. Report time spent updating charts or SCF to AUXDATA, using Mission Code 41.
